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Being the athletes, judges and all the staff working in the event, the absolute
priority for World Skate, together with the Medical Commission, we have
created the following COVID-19 Protocol which will be applied at the event in
order to guarantee all parties are healthy and safe.

The Local Organizing Committee (LOC) has redacted a Covid-19 protocol for
the event in compliance with the national law and regulations and the World
Skate guidelines. This protocol is constantly evolving depending on the latest
countermeasures to mitigate the spread of Covid-19 pandemic. You can
download the latest version of the LOC Protocol here.

More details about venue access and protocols will be shared after the
registration is closed, once they are delimited together with the local
authorities, organizers and the medical agency.
