 DAILY REGISTRATION 

Registration Schedule 

The first registration day will be the day prior to each athlete’s first onsite day (and then 
daily after that). Please make sure to plan your travel so that you are present the day prior 
to your first onsite day to complete the initial registration (see schedule below).  A 
designated timeframe for the first registration day and each day throughout the week will 
be provided closer to the event.

MINORS PARENTS / LEGAL GUARDIANS 

 
Minor’s (U18) parents or legal guardians will be considered as essential staff.  

Only one legal guardian or parent per a minor athlete can be registered. 

Legal guardians/parents must send an email to platform@worldskate.org to register and once 
they’ve completed this step, in case they need an invitation letter or NIE waiver to enter to 
the US, they can follow the procedure explained in Bulletin #01. 

Registration deadline is April 7th.

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The legal guardian MUST be present with athlete each day at their required registration time 
to sign documents, verify health assessment and sign testing consent form (on testing days).  

Given the COVID-19 protocol and restrictions, no access to the venue will be permitted. 
Still, parents or legal guardians can request a GA ticket when registering for the event (this 
is based on first come, first serve and is not guaranteed). 

ATHLETE’S ZONE  

To minimize congregating onsite, the organizers will not offer an athlete lounge. There will 
be snacks and beverages provided in the “On Deck” area and Athlete Staging.  

Medical and physio services will be provided in the Dew Tour medic area.
