World Skate President Sabatino Aracu opens the Congress greeting all the delegates who have gathered
in Rome along with those connected remotely, and the dignitaries in attendance, Giovanni Malago,
President of the Italian Olympic Committee and Francesco Ricci Bitti, ASOIF President. Together with
his voting partner, Karen Doyle, President Aracu greets all the top international sports personalities that
are watching the live stream of the Congress, especially the 10C representatives Kit McConnell, 10C
Sports Director, and Rachel Spry.

Finally, Aracu greets those who are not attending: Fernando Claro, President of World Skate Europe and
Liu Guoyong, President of World Skate Asia who did not run for re-election.

Before starting the proceedings, Aracu introduces a video message by the President of the I0C, Thomas
Bach, who wishes to extend his greetings to World Skate. Bach points out that this is the first Congress
after the skateboarding debut at the Olympics, which the athletes have celebrated in the best possible
way making World Skate proud. Therefore, Bach thanks World Skate for its outstanding contribution to
the success of the Tokyo Olympic Games and highlights the work that World Skate and the IOC are doing
together to develop the 2020+5 Olympic program.

Aracu then gives the floor to the President of the Italian National Olympic Committee (CONI), Giovanni
Malago, who proudly describes the Salone d’Onore hosting the Congress at the Foro lItalico, an
internationally renowned sports facility. Malago takes the opportunity to remind everyone that the CONI
has won the bid for the Milano-Cortina Winter Olympics and that he chairs the Organizing Committee.
Furthermore, he stresses the strong reputation that President Aracu has on the national and
international sports scene, recalling also the long-standing friendship he has with Roberto Marotta,
former secretary general of the BMW Dealer Association.

Finally, he thanks Ricci Bitti for his friendship and Karen Doyle for the joint candidature with Aracu.
The activity World Skate has been doing in recent years is always regarded as an outstanding example.

The floor is then given to Francesco Ricci Bitti, who thanks Aracu and Malago for their welcome and
congratulates World Skate on the results achieved in Tokyo, which are an excellent start in the Olympic
world.

As ASOIF President, Ricci Bitti wishes to make a recommendation: World Skate governs many disciplines,
not just the Olympic one. At this stage of its growth, attention needs to be paid to the complexities
that this entails. Work is underway in the 10C to produce recommendations for the 2028 Olympic
program that will be presented to the EB on December 10 ahead of the final meeting in Beijing. World
Skate can look forward to a very bright future.

Aracu gives the floor to the Secretary General, Roberto Marotta, to start the proceedings.

Marotta states that the Congress is being attended by 85 voting + 5 non-voting countries (both in person
and remotely) for a total of 493 votes, with a majority quorum of 247 votes. Marotta also clarifies that
should any of the delegate leave the meeting temporarily, a quorum shall be established according to
the number of votes cast.

Finally, he asks for the electronic voting system to be tested.

From a technical standpoint, Marotta specifies that after casting a vote, the delegates should press the
OK button.




2. APPOINTMENT OF SCRUTINEERS

Since the Congress will no longer be using the traditional voting system, which needs to be checked
manually, the voting process will be verified electronically. Alessandro Foti, the electronic system
technician, Niccolo Lais (Italy) and Lauro Netto (Brazil) are appointed as scrutineers.

3. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE CONGRESS HELD IN BARCELONA

Since the Secretariat has received no feedback on the minutes, the Secretary General puts the approval
of the minutes of the previous Congress to the vote:

5. REPORT BY THE SECRETARY GENERAL

Roberto Marotta recalls how complex the last two years have been, as the staggering growth
experienced by World Skate coincided with the COVID-19 pandemic and the staff had to work remotely
with many difficulties. Right now, World Skate has a staff of 32 people working for different departments
in many parts of the world.

Six world championships took place in 2021, in addition to the Tokyo Olympics.

World Skate was founded in 1924 and in three years’ time it will be celebrating its 100" anniversary. It
is a member of many associations: ASOIF, GAISF, ARISF, IWGA, Pan-American Games, Asian Games. Back
in 1924, there were just a few affiliated federations, now there are 144 federations recognized by the
relevant Olympic Committees and Sports Ministries. Marotta once again invites those countries where
there are multiple federations to merge them. This is a difficult yet fundamental process.

Finally, Marotta points out that President Aracu and the Eexecutive Board have resolved not to charge
the 2020 annual membership fee in view of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic.

6. RATIFICATION OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Roberto Marotta moves on to the next item on the agenda and reads the financial statements as at
December 31, 2020. The document that the delegates have received explains each item in detail. The
most important sources of revenue are the I0C contributions, which amount to $1,412,000, the
registration fees for World Skate seminars, the fees paid by organizers for major events, the Olympic
qualifications, and the fee paid by Nanjing for 2018, among others. All these events and the fees thereof
amount to $2,289,254. The total revenues for 2020 amount to $4,049,159.

As regards expenditure, the most significant item concerns the development and promotion of the
federation for a total of $98,028, together with the expenses associated with the organization of
seminars which amount to $92,859. The most substantial expenses are those related to World Skate
staff and collaborators, totaling $1,010,205. The expenses for the development of special projects
account for $129,297, while those for communication activities, the website, and World Skate TV
amount to $97,689.




Total expenditure amounts to $2,088,019. Therefore, 2020 closed with a positive balance by $1,961,140
which means that, together with the cash availability recorded as at January 1, 2020, the cash available
as at December 31, 2020 amounts to $3,681,570.

The financial statements are accompanied by the Auditor’s report.

7. REPORT BY THE PRESIDENT

President Aracu takes the floor and thanks everyone for attending the Congress during which, for the
first time, an election day will be celebrated based on the principle of gender equality. Voting members
will be electing not only the President and the First Vice President, but also all the Continental
Presidents with their respective Vice Presidents.

Aracu lists the candidates to whom he wishes the best of luck. He hopes that the Congress will result in
the setting up of a great team that will work together and cooperate effectively.

World Skate is now considered a great Federation. The benefit of being an Olympic Federation will apply
to everyone and having so many delegates in person is a great achievement.

A challenging COVID protocol has been put in place so that everyone could attend the Congress in person
while securing its smooth running.

It is thanks to the work done by every single person in the Federation that World Skate has been able to
participate in the Olympics. An excellent communications staff has contributed to the drafting of the
rulebook regulating the participation of skateboarding in Tokyo. A copy of the rulebook has been put on
each table. World Skate is the Federation that has recorded the highest number of views on social media
during the Tokyo Olympics. Six World Championships were also held in the other disciplines, some of
them organized directly by World Skate.

The President stresses how important it is to support the continuous development of the Federation’s
staff and executives, as well as to train highly skilled coaches for all the disciplines. That is why it is
important to highlight the role of the World Skate Academy which is the body entrusted with the training
of those who will be great managers in the sports world. The secretaries of the Continental Areas will
have to attend training courses, while online courses will be organized for the secretaries of the national
federations. Small countries will also have the opportunity to access such courses through the Olympic
solidarity. They will be able to apply for seminars, national training courses, etc... which will have to
be approved by the NOCs. World Skate will support them by providing the information needed to access
these funds.

Gender equality is an important complementarity resource, which needs to be further developed. The
same applies to the Paralympic project headed by Josh Friedberg, who will be putting together a team
to work on this fantastic project.

Facilities: ahead of Tokyo a brochure was developed and sent out to all Olympic Committees, Sports
Ministries, and cities with a population over 100,000. The director of the Facilities Department is Jerry




Bekkers. Following the guidelines given in the brochure, means avoiding building skateparks that fail
to comply with World Skate regulations and as a result are not suitable for our athletes.

Building World Skate certified skateparks can also support the local federation through the distribution
of profits.

Election day: it’s a historic day marking the election of all World Skate vice presidents (Continental
Presidents). The President emphasizes how strongly interconnected the work of the various continents
is. The International Technical Commissions will be made up of the representatives of all Continents for
each discipline, something that has never happened before.

Single fee: soon we will be voting a new fee that will make it easier to manage the disciplines in the
various Federations. There will no longer be two separate fees, namely a continental fee and an
international fee, but rather once single fee that will have to be paid to World Skate to cover the
governance of all disciplines. These funds will be made available to all the continents. World Skate will
have the mandate to decide over the projects developed by the different Continents, but the work will
be done as if it were just one single company.

INFINITY: it’s a platform that implies a major innovation for World Skate from the point of view of
information sharing and operations. A video conference, supported by World Skate technical staff, will
soon be organized with a view to providing detailed explanation about the platform.

Marketing: Aracu points out that in the past not much has been done in this field. We should take
inspirations from the key messages of the 10C. The marketing development strategy will build on these
foundations also thanks to William Saxon Mills who joined World Skate and will be available to anyone
who wishes to submit projects.

Our disciplines have to be renewed. As of next year, summits will be organized for each discipline to
talk about the future and the innovation of those disciplines that are lagging behind.

From a technical standpoint, the disciplines have grown. However, this is not enough. We have to
celebrate events in the world’s most iconic places, in the squares and on the streets of the world’s
largest cities.

Furthermore, World Skate will work to have more Olympic disciplines. At the 2018 Youth Olympic Games
held in Buenos Aires, there was Speed, and now we have to work towards Los Angeles 2028, Dakar 2026,
and Brisbane 2030. As for Brisbane, Vice President Karen Doyle will have to work hard with the support
of the National Olympic Committee chaired by John Coats who was very pleased with her candidacy as
First Vice President of World Skate.

For the first time, a contract has been signed with MediaPro, one of the world’s leading companies in
the distribution of TV rights and sponsorship. With them, World Skate is organizing an international
skateboarding tour in the most iconic locations of the world’s largest cities.

The World Skate Urban Series project is also being carried out. This is a World Cup with Roller Marathon,
Scootering, and Roller Freestyle and Inline Freestyle performances. Along with these events, we should
also organize something captivating, such as showcases for children, to give them the opportunity to try
the sport they love before the actual event.




E-Sports: Another goal for World Skate is E-Sports, as they record very high figures. We have to work so
that all our disciplines can have an E-Sports World Championship.

E-commerce: E-commerce could also be a new and interesting opportunity for World Skate to sell
products with its own brand.

Finally, Aracu stresses the importance of teamwork for the success and further development of World
Skate.

The Secretary General Roberto Marotta takes the floor and says that emotions prevented the President
from saying a few words in memory of Laura Morandi, the late Vice Secretary General, who passed away
at the beginning of this year and to whom we are all invited to dedicate a loving thought.

8. ELECTIONS

The Secretary General Roberto Marotta informs the Assembly that Sabatino Aracu is the only candidate
for the Presidency of World Skate and gives the floor to Eduardo Musa, delegate of Brazil, who asked to
take the floor.

The delegate of Brazil proposes that the Congress elect President and Vice President by acclamation.
Given that there are no objections, Sabatino Aracu is elected by acclamation President of World Skate
for the four-year period 2020-2024, together with the First Vice President Karen Doyle.

Aracu thanks everybody for trusting him and assures the delegates that together we will grow, because
World Skate is a great team, but only by being united can we achieve great things.

Marotta takes the floor and introduces the candidates for the Presidency of the Continental Areas who
will also act as Vice Presidents of World Skate, starting with Thomas Cai who is the only candidate for
World Skate Asia.

THOMAS CAI (Asia) greets the Assembly and introduces himself by saying that he manages a company
which specializes in sports, athletes’ management, and event organization. He is also a member of the
Chinese Olympic Committee and was elected Secretary General of World Skate Asia in 2017 on Liu
Guoyong’s recommendation. Over the last three years, his team has organized a series of international
skateboarding events, such as the 2018 Park Skateboarding Championships and the 2019 International
Skateboarding Open. He has built many state-of-the-art skateparks in China and more will be built in
the future. Kim Young Soon, the candidate for the Vice Presidency of World Skate Asia, is honorary
president of the Roller Skating Association of South Korea, is experienced, and has good relations with
political representatives in Seoul as well as with the President of the Korea Roller Sports Federation.

Thomas Cai goes on to say that together with Kim, they want to create a professional team and
headquarters in Asia to: add new members to World Skate besides the 23 already existing countries;
create more training opportunities for referees and coaches; develop sports such as Artistic Skating and
Rink Hockey; invest in the creation of high-level skateparks; organize multi-sports events, as well as
events in the 2022 and 2026 editions of the Asian Games; create a certification system for skateboarding
equipment; and increase the commitment with high-quality partners. Thomas Cai ends his speech by
inviting everyone to foster a long and fruitful collaboration.

Marotta gives the floor to Luis Senica, candidate for World Skate Europe.




LUIS SENICA (Europe) takes the floor and states that the greatest challenge is to bring roller sports back
to where they were before the Covid-19 pandemic, and to find a socially responsible working model as
well as good solutions for the various disciplines at different levels. More and more athletes have to be
encouraged to practice roller sports and it is therefore necessary to increase the number of Federations,
make the competitions more attractive, and help managers to grow. Communication and action will be
pivotal.

Marotta gives the floor to Alberto Herrera, candidate for World Skate America.

ALBERTO HERRERA (America) greets everyone and presents his project. The American continent has
been working for years to support roller sports. Furthermore, it has great potential when it comes to
these sports and great enthusiasm to bring forward the development of the largest possible number of
disciplines. A working plan has been developed with medium- and long-term goals based on
programmatic pillars that can give prominence to all the protagonists of the different sports, namely
referees, judges, coaches, etc... Managers have to be competent, so as to lead the athletes of the Pan-
American Continent towards even better results. In America there are many events at Olympic level,
and the goal is to encourage more athletes to participate so that all the disciplines can be part of this
Olympic path. It is necessary to work and to keep growing by investing in sports training academies.
That is why appropriate communication strategies have to be put in place so that the world can
recognize the great potential of these sports.

Marotta gives the floor to Lorena Veiluva, candidate for World Skate America.

LORENA VEILUVA (America): As the representative of the Confederacion Paraguaya de Patinaje, Lorena
Veiluva thanks everyone and says that she is proud to submit her candidacy for the American continent.
She has expertise in the management of companies and sports organizations, also in the field of skating
and of the Paraguayan Olympic Committee. In the Continent there is a need for more inclusion at
organizational level. This can be achieved by building a team that includes all the American countries
with members of the national federations. This team will have to work on communication, respecting
all the federations and listening to each and every member, so that skating in America can continue to
grow. There is a need to foster dialogue to strengthen the disciplines. This can be done by creating
dynamic working groups that help all disciplines and Federations to develop and grow. We want to be
part of the Olympic world, with all the responsibilities that this entails, and for that we need to train
highly skilled managers and coaches.

Lorena Veiluva ends her speech asking everyone for their vote of confidence to carry out this mission.
Marotta gives the floor to Nathanael Koty, candidate for World Skate Africa.

NATHANAEL KOTY (Africa): Nathanael Koty expresses his gratitude and appreciation for the work done
by all those who represent the African continent. Over the last four years, huge efforts have been made
to foster the growth of roller sports and Nathanael Koty wishes to assure everyone that roller sports in
Africa will continue to progress.

Marotta gives the floor to Awa Fall, candidate for World Skate Africa.

AWA FALL (Africa): Awa Fall asks the attendees to observe a moment of silence to remember the late
Laura Morandi, who was for her a great source of inspiration.




Awa Fall would like to present the program for Africa. She wishes, first and foremost, for a more united
continent, and wants to build her work on this. Senegal was World Champion in 2017 in China and in
2019 in Spain. Africa has many hidden talents; therefore, coaches have to be trained to help younger
athletes to grow, and Africa has to prepare for Dakar 2026 and Paris 2024. Africa is ready to organize
World Championships in countries such as Morocco, that has 25 skateparks, and South Africa. National
Championships have to be organized in all the five subregions of the African continent.

Marotta takes the floor and reminds everyone that there are no candidates for Oceania as this continent
does not have five affiliated federations, which is the minimum number to have a Presidency. However,
for this continent a Commissioner will be appointed by World Skate.

VOTING

Marotta reminds everyone that there is only one candidate for Asia, namely Thomas Cai, who runs with
Kim Young Soon as Vice President. Likewise, the only candidate for Europe is Luis Senica who runs with
Irmelin Otten as Vice President. The Secretary General asks that both candidates be elected by
acclamation.

ASIA: Election by acclamation of Thomas Cai and Kim Young Soon.
EUROPE: Election by acclamation of Luis Senica and Irmelin Otten.
Votes are cast for the Presidency of the American continent:

e Alberto Herrera: 70 votes
e Lorena Veiluva: 42 votes

Alberto Herrera is elected President with Marisol Castro (Ecuador) as Vice President.

12. MISCELLANEOUS

Marotta points out that minor changes have been made to the wording of the By-Laws and asks the
Congress to ratify these changes, provided there are no objections, following the amendments adopted
by the Executive Board.

The changes are approved.

Single fee: Marotta moves on to the ratification of the decision made by the Executive Board concerning
the amount of the affiliation fee, which will be one single fee for both World Skate and the individual
continents. Said fee will be cashed in by World Skate, then transferred in its entirety to the relevant
continental federation. The proposed single fee, which will cover the administrative costs of all the
disciplines that the federations wish to govern, is $1,000/year. This sum is undoubtedly lower than the
amount paid so far, which included the fee paid to World Skate and the fee owed to the single
continental areas.

Since there are no objections, the single fee shall become effective as of January 1, 2022.
Unanimous vote: The single fee is approved.
Marotta gives the floor to President Sabatino Aracu for the appointment of the honorary member.

Aracu reminds the delegates that in Barcelona the decision was made that in exceptional circumstances
honorary members could be elected and asks that Fernando Claro be appointed.

The appointment is accepted by acclamation.

Marotta presents a video by MediaPro in which Eugeni Sallent Garriga states that he is pleased with the
partnership with World Skate and presents the company, which specializes in the production, promotion,
and distribution of sporting events and content. The company has offices in more than 55 countries all
over the world, with over 7,000 professionals. A few months ago, at the Italian headquarters,
negotiations started to increase the visibility of skateboarding at international level.

Marotta takes the floor to present the 2022 World Skate Games and gives the floor to Daniel Ventura,
president of the Confederacion Argentina de Patin.

Ventura takes the floor and highlights the great work that is being done to make this dream come true,
also thanks to the encouragement of President Aracu. This project can count on the support of the
Government, the Olympic Committee, and the Confederacion Argentina de Patin. The Government is




endorsing the organization of the Games and the chairman of the Organizing Committee is the Governor
of San Juan, the sports capital of Argentina. There is also Mario Moccia, president of the Argentine
Olympic Committee, who will direct the Games. He loves roller sports and appreciates what the World
Skate Games represent. The chairman of the Organizing Committee, Sergio Ufac, was unable to attend
the Congress, but sent a message pointing out that there are great expectations, both in San Juan and
Buenos Aires, for the success of these Games. A great team is working tirelessly for the celebration of
this World Skate event in Argentina.

Ventura takes the floor to present a video message by Mario Moccia, in which the president of the
National Olympic Committee points out that a lot is being done together with the administrations and
the government to ensure the success of this event and asks permission to play the promotional video.

Moccia gives a detailed description of the event that will involve 13 disciplines, 80 countries, and over
7,000 athletes. The opening ceremony will be held on the Avenida 9 de Julio, and the competitions of
the different disciplines will take place in Buenos Aires, Vicente Lopez, and in the Province of San Juan.

Martina Giani, director of the event, takes the floor and shares her e-mail address, inviting everyone to
get in contact with her for any travel and accommodation requirements.

Aracu thanks Mario Moccia for accepting to lead the organization of the event, in spite of him being the
president of an Olympic committee.

Marotta takes the floor to give some additional information and invites President Aracu to close the
Congress.

Aracu takes the floor and thanks all the delegates, then invites everyone on stage to take a group photo.
World Skate has ambitious projects, and we will need time to carry them all out, but with patience,
perseverance, and above all, unity, we will reach all our goals.

The Congress ends at 3.30 pm.

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Los trabajos del Congreso empiezan a las 10.20 AM

Sabatino Aracu, Presidente de World Skate, abre el Congreso. Saluda a todos los delegados de forma
presencial y a los conectados, las personalidades presentes, Giovanni Malago, Presidente del Comité
Olimpico Italiano y Francesco Ricci Bitti, Presidente de ASOIF. Sus palabras de saludo, conjuntamente
con las de su socia en el voto, Karen Doyle, abrazan a todas las personalidades del mundo deportivo
internacional que siguen el Congreso en streaming en directo, en particular el COI con Kit McConnell,
Director de deportes del COl y Rachel Spry.

Finalmente, Aracu saluda a los ausentes: Fernando Claro, Presidente de World Skate Europa y Liu
Guoyong, Presidente de World Skate Asia que ya no presentan su candidatura.

Antes de empezar las labores, Aracu presenta el video en el cual el Presidente del COI, Thomas Bach,
envia sus palabras de saludo a World Skate: Bach recalca como este Congreso es el primero después del
debut olimpico del skateboarding. Un debut que los atletas celebraron de la mejor manera y que debe
enorgullecer a World Skate. Por esto, Bach agradece a World Skate la aportacion sobresaliente en el
éxito de los Juegos Olimpicos de Tokio y subraya que se esta llevando a cabo un trabajo comun sobre el
programa olimpico 2020+5.

A continuacion, Aracu pasa la palabra al presidente de CONI, Giovanni Malago, quien describe con orgullo
el Salon de Honor donde se celebra el Congreso y el Foro Itdlico en general como un espacio deportivo
internacional. Malago recuerda como el CONI gano la candidatura para los Juegos Olimpicos de Invierno
de Milan y Cortina, de los que es Presidente del Comité Organizador. Destaca la gran reputacion de
Aracu en el marco nacional e internacional del deporte y recuerda como le une una larga amistad con
Roberto Marotta, que ya habia sido secretario general en la asociacion de concesionarios de BMW.

Finalmente, agradece a Ricci Bitti su amistad y a Karen Doyle la candidatura conjunta con la de Aracu:
la labor realizada por World Skate en los Ultimos aios siempre se plantea como ejemplo de trabajo
extraordinario.

La palabra pasa a Francesco Ricci Bitti, quien agradece a Aracu y a Malago la bienvenida y felicita a
World Skate por los resultados obtenidos en Tokio, que demostraron un excelente comienzo en el mundo
olimpico.




En calidad de Presidente de ASOIF, Ricci Bitti quiere hacer una recomendacion: World Skate gobierna
muchas disciplinas, no sélo la olimpica, y en esta fase de crecimiento hay que prestar atencién a las
complejidades que lo anterior conlleva. En el COl se esta trabajando en la elaboracion de
recomendaciones para el programa olimpico de 2028, que se presentaran a la Junta Ejecutiva el 10 de
diciembre, antes de la reunion final de Pekin y las perspectivas para World Skate son muy positivas.

Aracu pasa la palabra al Secretario General, Roberto Marotta, para que abra los trabajos.

Marotta comunica que estan presentes (de forma presencial o bien conectados) 85 paises votantes + 5
no votantes por un total de 493 votos, siendo el quérum de mayoria de 247 votos. Marotta aclara que
cuando un delegado se ausente temporalmente, se establecera un quérum con arreglo al nUmero de los
votos expresados.

5. INFORME DEL SECRETARIO GENERAL.

Roberto Marotta recuerda lo complejo que han sido los dos Ultimos anos, porque el crecimiento
exponencial de World Skate coincidié con la pandemia de COVID-19 vy, por lo tanto, sobre todo los
colaboradores trabajaron a distancia con muchas dificultades. Recuerda que World Skate cuenta en la
actualidad con 32 colaboradores que trabajan en los distintos departamentos en muchas partes del
mundo.

En 2021 se celebraron 6 Campeonatos del Mundo, ademas de los Juegos Olimpicos de Tokio.

World Skate se fundo en 1924, cumplira 100 anos dentro de 36 meses, es miembro de muchas
asociaciones: ASOIF, GAISF, ARISF, IWGA, Juegos Panamericanos, Juegos Asiaticos. En 1924, las
Federaciones afiliadas se podian contar con los dedos de una mano; ahora, hay 144 Federaciones
reconocidas por los Comités Olimpicos y los Ministerios de Deportes correspondientes; Marotta vuelve a
pedir a los Paises donde hay varias federaciones que se unifiquen; es un proceso dificil pero
indispensable.




Marotta recuerda finalmente que el Presidente Aracu y el EB, a raiz de la pandemia, decidieron no hacer
pagar la cuota anual de afiliaciéon 2020.

6. RATIFICACION DEL BALANCE.

Roberto Marotta continta con la agenda y lee el balance al 31 de diciembre de 2020. La documentacion
recibida contiene los detalles de las cifras. El rubro mas importante entre los ingresos atafie a las
contribuciones recibidas del COI, o sea 1.412.000 USD, a las inscripciones a los seminarios World Skate
y a las cuotas (fees) pagadas por los organizadores para los eventos mas notables, a las clasificaciones
olimpicas y al monto pagado por Nankin para 2018. Con todos estos eventos y las tasas abonadas, se
contabilizaron 2.289.254 USD. En 2020, los ingresos totales ascendieron a 4.049.159 USD.

En cuanto a los egresos, el asiento mas importante se refiere al desarrollo y la promocion de la
Federacion, con 98.028 USD, v los gastos de los seminarios, con 92.859 USD. Los gastos mas importantes
son los de los colaboradores y el personal, que ascienden a 1.010.205 USD. Los gastos de proyectos
especiales se cifraron en 129.297 USD y los de comunicacion, pagina web y World Skate TV en 97.689
usD.

Los gastos totales ascendieron a 2.088.019 USD; el balance de 2020 se cierra, por tanto, en positivo por
1.961.140 USD, lo que sumado a la tesoreria disponible al 1 de enero de 2020 brinda una disponibilidad
al 31 de diciembre de 2020 de 3.681.570 USD.

7. INFORME DEL PRESIDENTE.

El Presidente Aracu toma la palabra y agradece a todos la participacion en este Congreso en el que por
primera vez tendra lugar una jornada electoral basada en la perfecta igualdad de género y en la que se
votara no solo al Presidente junto con el Primer Vicepresidente, sino también a todos los Presidentes
Continentales con sus respectivos Vicepresidentes.

Aracu enumera a todos los candidatos a quienes desea lo mejor. Espera que del Congreso se pueda salir
con un gran equipo capaz de trabajar y colaborar.

Hoy en dia, se considera a World Skate como una gran Federacion; ser olimpicos conllevara ventajas
notables para todos y tener en forma presencial a tantos delegados es un resultado sobresaliente.

Se ha preparado un protocolo COVID riguroso para permitir la presencia de todos y una celebracion
tranquila y segura de este Congreso.

El trabajo de todos llevd a World Skate a los Juegos Olimpicos; un excelente equipo de comunicacion
ayudo a la redaccion del libro sobre la participacion del skateboarding en Tokio, que se ha repartido en
las mesas. World Skate fue la Federacion que tuvo mas visualizaciones en las redes sociales durante los




Juegos Olimpicos de Tokio. También se celebraron seis Campeonatos del Mundo en las demas disciplinas,
algunos de los cuales fueron organizados directamente por World Skate.

El Presidente subraya la importancia del desarrollo constante del personal y los directivos, asi como la
necesidad de contar con verdaderos maestros (entrenadores) para todas las disciplinas, empezando por
el nivel de base. Por eso hay que destacar la importancia de la Skate Academy, que apunta precisamente
a la preparacion de grandes directivos en el mundo: los secretarios de las Areas Continentales tendran
que participar en cursillos de formacion, asi como es necesaria la organizacién de cursillos en linea para
los secretarios de las Federaciones Nacionales, y también los Paises pequenos tendran la oportunidad
de acceder a dichos cursillos a través de la Solidaridad Olimpica: sera posible solicitar la organizacion
de seminarios, cursillos nacionales, etc., que tendran que recibir la aprobaciéon de los CON. Habra la
ayuda de World Skate que proporcionara todas las instrucciones para acceder a estos fondos.

La lgualdad de Género supone un recurso notable de complementariedad, que debe ser desarrollado,
asi como el proyecto paralimpico, con Josh Friedberg que lidera la Comision respectiva y que podra
crear un equipo listo para trabajar en el marco de este proyecto tan entranable.

Instalaciones: se elabord un folleto que se envio a todos los Comités Olimpicos, Ministerios de Deportes
y ciudades de mas de 100.000 habitantes antes de Tokio; Jerry Bekkers dirige el Departamento de
Instalaciones. Seguir lo indicado en este folleto significa evitar la construccion de skateparks que no
cumplan con la normativa de World Skate y que, por lo tanto, no sean aptos para nuestros deportistas.
La construccion de skateparks certificados por World Skate también puede convertirse en una ayuda
para la Federacion local a través de un reparto de los beneficios.

Dia electivo: es un dia histérico. Por primera vez, se van a celebrar las elecciones de todos los
Vicepresidentes de World Skate (Presidentes Continentales); el Presidente subraya que el trabajo de los
diferentes Continentes esta muy interconectado. Los Comités Técnicos Internacionales estaran
integrados por representantes de todos los Continentes para cada disciplina, lo cual nunca habia
acontecido anteriormente.

Cuota Unica: a corto plazo se votara una nueva tasa que volvera mas sencilla la gestion de las disciplinas
en las diferentes Federaciones: ya no se pagara una tasa continental y una internacional, sino que se
abonara una Unica tasa a World Skate central que cubrira la gobernanza de todas las disciplinas y estos
fondos se pondran a disposicion de todos los Continentes. World Skate central supondra el eje central
de direccion que decidira los proyectos en los diferentes Continentes, pero se trabajara como si fuera
una Unica empresa.

INFINITY: es una plataforma que supondra una gran innovacion para World Skate desde el punto de vista
de compartir informacion y funcionamiento; pronto se celebrara una videoconferencia por los técnicos
de World Skate para proporcionar una explicacion puntual y pormenorizada.

Marketing: Aracu subraya que no se ha hecho mucho en este campo en el pasado; hay que inspirarse en
los mensajes clave del COI; el desarrollo del marketing se establecera sobre esta base, gracias también
a la entrada en World Skate de William Saxon Mills, quien estara a disposicion de todos los que quieran
proponer proyectos.

Hay que renovar las disciplinas y a partir del aio que viene se organizaran cumbres en el ambito de cada
disciplina, para hablar del futuro y la innovacion, sobre todo en las disciplinas que estan mas a la zaga.




Las disciplinas han crecido técnicamente, pero no basta. Hay que llevar los eventos a los lugares mas
emblematicos del mundo, a las plazas y calles de las principales ciudades del planeta, porque solo asi
la visibilidad sera total.

World Skate no escatimara esfuerzos para que otras disciplinas se vuelvan olimpicas; en 2018, en Buenos
Aires en los Juegos Olimpicos de la Juventud, hubo la velocidad y ahora habra que trabajar para Los
Angeles 2028, para Dakar 2026 y para Brisbane 2030. Para Brisbane, la Vicepresidenta Karen Doyle
tendra mucho trabajo, pero podra contar con la ayuda de su comité olimpico, presidido por John Coates,
que se mostré muy satisfecho con su candidatura a Primera Vicepresidenta de World Skate.

Por primera vez, se firmo un contrato con Mediapro, una de las mayores empresas del mundo para la
distribucion de derechos de television y patrocinadores; con ellos estamos organizando una gira
deportiva mundial de skateboarding en los lugares mas emblematicos de las principales ciudades del
planeta.

También estamos acometiendo el proyecto de las World Skate Urban Series, es decir una Copa del Mundo
con el Roller Marathon, el Scooter, las pruebas de Roller Freestyle e Inline Freestyle. Al lado de estas
manifestaciones, debemos prever algo llamativo, como showcases para los nifios, para que tengan la
posibilidad de ensayar, antes de los eventos, los deportes que aman.

E-sport: los e-sport son otro gran objetivo para World Skate, que tiene nimeros muy altos; hara falta
trabajar porque todas nuestras disciplinas puedan contar con un Campeonato del Mundo de e-sport.

Comercio electronico: el comercio electronico también podria ser una innovacion interesante para que
World Skate comience a vender productos con su marca.

Aracu concluye haciendo hincapié en la importancia de trabajar juntos en pro del éxito y desarrollo de
World Skate.

Toma la palabra el Secretario General, Roberto Marotta, quien sefala como la emocion impidio al
Presidente dirigir un pensamiento y un agradecimiento a Laura Morandi, Vicesecretaria General Adjunta,
fallecida a principios de este ano, pero a la que todos estamos invitados a enviar un entranable
pensamiento.

8. ELECCIONES.

El Secretario General, Roberto Marotta, informa a la Asamblea que Sabatino Aracu es el Unico candidato
a la presidencia de World Skate y pasa la palabra a Eduardo Musa, delegado de Brasil, que la pide.

El delegado de Brasil propone al Congreso que se vote al Presidente y al Vicepresidente por aclamacion
y puesto que no hay opiniones en contra, Sabatino Aracu sale electo por aclamacion Presidente de World
Skate para el cuadrienio 2020-2024 conjuntamente con la Primera Vicepresidenta, Karen Doyle.

Aracu agradece la confianza y asegura que conjuntamente con todos se daran pasos hacia adelante
porque World Skate es un gran equipo, pero sélo con la union se pueden conseguir grandes resultados.

Marotta toma la palabra y pasa a la presentacion de los candidatos a la Presidencia de las Areas
Continentales, que al mismo tiempo toman la Vicepresidencia de World Skate, empezando por Thomas
Cai, Unico candidato a World Skate Asia.




THOMAS CAI (Asia) saluda a la Asamblea. Se presenta y afirma gestionar una empresa que se ocupa de
deporte, gestion de atletas y organizacion de eventos. Que es miembro del Comité Olimpico Chino y
que salio electo Secretario General de World Skate Asia en 2017 previa recomendacion de Liu Guoyong.
Afirma que en los Ultimos tres anos su equipo ha organizado una serie de eventos internacionales de
skateboarding, como el Park Skateboarding Championships en 2018 y el International Skateboarding
Open en 2019. Subraya que en China se han construido muchisimos skateparks de nivel sobresaliente y
otros se van a construir. Kim Young Soon, candidata con él a la Vicepresidencia de World Skate Asia, es
Presidenta de honor de la Roller Skating Association de Corea del Sur, tiene experiencia y una positiva
colaboracion con el mundo politico de Sell y con el Presidente de la Federacion Roller Skating de Corea.

Thomas Cai continla diciendo que conjuntamente con Kim pretenden crear un equipo profesional y una
sede central en Asia para que aumenten las afiliaciones a World Skate de otros paises, ademas de los 23
ya presentes. Incrementar las oportunidades de formacion para arbitros y entrenadores y desarrollar
deportes como el patinaje artistico y el rink hockey, invertir en la creacion de parques de patinaje de
alto nivel; organizar eventos multidisciplinares y organizar eventos en los Juegos Asiaticos de 2022 y
2026, etc. Crear un sistema de certificacion para el equipo de skateboarding y aumentar el compromiso
con socios de alta calidad. Thomas Cai concluye invitando a todos a desarrollar una cooperacion positiva
y duradera.

Marotta pasa la palabra a Luis Sénica, candidato a World Skate Europa.

LUIS SENICA (Europa) toma la palabra y afirma que el reto mas grande es llevar los deportes sobre ruedas
alla donde estaban antes de la Covid-19 y encontrar un modelo de trabajo socialmente responsable y
buenas soluciones para las diferentes disciplinas; hay que empujar a mas atletas a practicar los deportes
sobre ruedas y hay que aumentar el nUmero de Federaciones, volver mas atractivas las competiciones,
ayudar a los directivos en su crecimiento; seran fundamentales tanto la comunicaciéon como las
actuaciones emprendidas.

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WORLD SKATE STATUTES
ARTICLE 1 - TITLE, RECOGNITIONS, HEADQUARTERS AND OFFICIAL LANGUAGE

(1) The name of the Federation shall be “World Skate”, no acronym shall be used.

(2) World Skate is the only Governing Body in the world for all Sports performed on skating wheels.
Currently World Skate governs the following disciptines Sports and all of their disciplines,
declinations and modalities

2) Inline Speed Skating;
3) Artistic Skating;
4) Inline Hockey;
5) Rink Hockey;
6) Downhill &Slatem;
7) Freestyle;
Roller Freestyle;

Further disciplines Sports may be recognized by World Skate Executive Board and shall be included in
these Statutes at the earliest possible convenience.
The disciplines within each single sport are listed in the By-Laws

World Skate recognizes and promotes virtual sports and electric sports, and reserves the right to
organize events in this regard.

3) World Skate is recognized by:
a) The International Olympic Committee (I0C).
b) The Association of Summer Olympic International Federations (ASOIF).
¢) The Association of IOC Recognised International Sports Federations (ARISF).
d) The Global Association of International Sports Federations (GAISF).
e) The International World Games Association (IWGA).
f) The Pan American Sports Association (PASO).

g) The Olympic Council of Asia (OCA).

World Skate may also apply to be recognised by other international organizations.

The headquarters of World Skate is currently established in Lausanne (Switzerland); however,
the headquarters can be moved to a different location at any time with the approval of the
Executive Board by majority rule.

The President may set up operational offices wherever deemed appropriate.

The official language of World Skate is English. Statutes, By-Laws, Disciplinary-and-EthicsCode
“Code of Conduct and Code of Ethics” shatt may be translated into Spanish other languages. In

case of language discrepancies, the English version shall prevail.

All other documents shall be drafted in English. They may be translated into other languages for
convenience, but the English version shall always prevail.

ARTICLE 2 - GOALS

The main goals of World Skate are:

1) To promote and encourage the development of all disciptines Sports governed by World Skate in
all its possible forms all over the world.

2) To promote sports free from doping.

3) To promote and increase the international relations between its National Federations and
National and International Sport Organizations.

4) To adopt uniform rules and regulations in the competitions of the different disecipltines Sports
World Skate governs.

5) To adopt an Antidoping Peliey Rules in accordance with the latest version of the WADA code.
6) To organize World Championships and other international competitions and events.

7) To increase the number of governed-disciptines Sports, venues and facilities throughout the
world.

8) To establish and to agree on the annual calendar of intercontinental, continental and
international competitions, in the following order:

e Olympic Games

o Continental Games
 World Games

« World Skate Games

«  World Championships

» Continental Championships
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» International competitions and events

9) World Skate acknowledges and recognizes the Statutes and the purposes of the International
Olympic Committee (I0C), the 10C anti-doping rules, the WADA CODE and of all the other
International Sport Organizations whose World Skate is a member of.

9) World Skate requires all its members to adopt-ar Antidoping Peliey Rules in compliance with the
current World Skate Antidoping Pelicy Rules. If there is a conflict between the Antidoping Pelicy
Rules of a National Federation and the World Skate Antidoping Peliey Rules, then the World Skate
Antidoping Peliey Rules shall prevail.

(10) World Skate requires all its members to acknowledge and agree that any second instance dispute
(please see Art. 8.14.1 below and World Skate By-Laws) as well as any other dispute which is not
part of the sphere of competence of any World Skate body, shall be settled by the Court of
Arbitration for Sport (CAS) of Lausanne (Switzerland). According to these Statutes, only the
Federations that are lawfully member of World Skate shall have the right to appeal to the Court
of Arbitration in seeking legal remedy against World Skate or any other Member Federation of
World Skate.

(11) The general and fundamental principles of the Olympic Charter shall be enforced, and no
provisions of these Statutes and of World Skate Rules and Regulations shall be either in conflict
with or depart from these principles.

ARTICLE 3 - MEMBERSHIP

(1) World Skate is a unique Federation worldwide and provides its members with a sole membership
status.

(2) World Skate recognizes only one National Federation per Country. No further entities shall be
recognized in Countries where World Skate already recognized a National Federation.

(3) In Countries where more than one Member Federation has been recognized by World Skate, the
different entities shall make-their-best-effortsto establish a sole governing body. The resulting entity
may also be set up as a representative organization including separate entities with financial and
decision-making autonomy and shall be considered as the sole National Governing Body for all World
Skate disciplines Sports in the relevant Country.

(4) In case no agreement is reached among the different entities, World Skate Executive Board, after
hearing the opinion of the competent National Sports Authority, shatl may choose the National
Governing Body in charge of all World Skate disciptines Sports as per the transitional rules and
procedures provided for in World Skate By-Laws.

(5) Membership shall be open to National Federations, without any discrimination whatsoever based on
race, religion and political affiliation or ideology.
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(6) To be accepted as members of World Skate, National Federations shall send a membership
application to World Skate, including:

I.  An English version of their Statutes which must be compliant to World Skate Rules and
Regulations and must include a compliant Anti-Doping Policy.

II. A duly filled-in affiliation form.

1. 0 al Olvmpi ommittee (NOC) as National Governino _
ofall-Woerld-Skate-Sperts-A report including the number of affiliated clubs and member
athletes as well as evidence of organized events and existing venues in the Country
concerned.

World Skate shall seek for the NOC and/or competent authority opinion in the Country concerned. In
accordance with the Olympic Charter, World Skate as the competent International Federation, shall
communicate to the NOC the affiliation of new Federations and their governance in the Country
relevant.

(7) The Executive Board has the power to authorize a provisional membership in case the requirements
as per paragraph (5) are met. The provisional membership entitles new members to participate in

sports activities. After performing any necessary controls, the Executive Board will submit the
provisional recognition to the next Congress for its final membership ratification.

(8) As soon as the National Federation is provisionally recognised by the Executive Board, it shall be
vested with all the rights provided for in art. 4.1, except for the voting rights which will be granted
after the Congress ratification. In the same way, the National Federation concerned shall be subject
to all duties as per art. 4.2 and any other World Skate applicable Rules and Regulations.

ARTICLE 4 - RIGHTS AND DUTIES OF MEMBER FEDERATIONS

(1) Member Federations of World Skate shall enjoy the following:

RIGHTS

a) Recognition as the sole National Governing Body for all World Skate disciptines Sports (Statutes
Art. 3 and World Skate By-Laws).

b) Participation in World and Continental Championships as well as in any other World Skate
International competition or event.

c) Voting rights during World Skate Congress as per the rules and procedures included in these
Statutes and in World Skate By-Laws.

d) Organize National Championships of all World Skate disciptines Sports.
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(2) Member Federations shall comply with the following:

DUTIES

a) Promote all World Skate disciptines Sports on a national level.

b) Contribute to achieve the goals of World Skate.

c) Comply with the decisions adopted by the bodies of World Skate.

d) Organize National Championships of all World Skate discipltines Sports to the utmost of its

capacities and possibilities.

e) Participate in World and Continental Championships to the utmost of its capacities and
possibilities or at least once every three years.

f) Periodically report World Skate on one’s activities.

g) Accept doping controls tests carried out centrotied by World Skate and by any other competent
authority, either National or International.

h) Pay the affiliation fee within the deadlines set.
i) Pay event sports registration fees when due and within the deadlines set.

(3) Breaches of World Skate duties as well as violations of any applicable World Skate Rules or
Regulations shall be subject to the rules provided for in World Skate “Code of Conduct and Code of
Ethics”.

ARTICLE 5 - HONORARY MEMBERS

(1) Upon appointment by the Executive Board, the Congress may award the title of “Honorary Member”
of World Skate to anyone deserving such recognition on the basis of outstanding services provided in
favour of World Skate. Such members may attend all Congresses as well as World Skate official
meetings, events and competitions, upon World Skate invitation. Their attendance shall not entitle
them to vote during World Skate meetings and shall be ruled as per the policy included in World
Skate By-Laws.

ARTICLE 6 - GOVERNING BODIES OF WORLD SKATE

(1) The governing bodies of World Skate are:

a) The Congress.
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b) The Executive Board.
¢) The President.

All the elective offices of World Skate shall have a four-year term, except in the case of replacement
during the terms set out in art. 9 of these Statutes and in World Skate By-Laws. The replacement
office shall last until the next Elective Congress. Offices by appointment shall equally last four years
or, except in the case of replacement or substitution during the terms set out in art. 9 of these
Statutes and in World Skate By-Laws, until the next Elective Congress; unless otherwise specified or
determined by the single letters of appointment.

Likewise, in case the Congress cannot be held due to force majeure, the term shall be adjusted
accordingly, pursuant to the rule above.

ARTICLE 7 - THE CONGRESS

The Congress is the supreme authority of World Skate.

The Congress elects World Skate President, First Vice-President, Vice-Presidents (Continental
Presidents), Continental Vice-Presidents.

The Congress shall meet ordinarily at least once every 2 (two) years. The official summoning of the
Ordinary Congress shall be sent out at least 4 (four) months before the date set.

An Extraordinary Congress can be summoned by the Executive Board on proposal of the President
or on written request submitted by at least one third of the Member Federations. The Extraordinary
Congress shall be held within 6 (six) months from the date of the request.

The official summoning shall be sent out at least 2 (two) months before the date set.

The Elective Congress shall be held every 4 (four) years within 5 (five) months by the end of the
last year of the Olympic quadriennium. In case of a force majeure event, should the Elective
Congress be postponed, said term may be changed accordingly.

The Congress ratifies World Skate financial report approved by the Executive Board.

An Agenda, drafted by the President, in his/her discretional order, shall be sent out at least 2 (two)
months before the Ordinary Congress and 1 (one) month before the Extraordinary one.

Only items included in the agenda shall be discussed, exception made for issues unknown before
the Agenda was sent out. In both cases, new items may be considered only with the consent of at

least two thirds of the votes cast-and-during-Ordinary-Congresses-onty.

The Congress may approve by simple majority a different order of the items in the agenda proposed
by the President.

The agenda shall include at least:
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a) Declaration of constitutive and deliberative quorum.
b) Appointment of scrutineers.

c) Approval of the Minutes of the previous Congress.

d) President’s report.

e) Secretary General’s report.

f) Financial report, accompanied by the Auditor’s opinion or by a certified report by an Audit Firm
(Art. 17 Statutes).

g) Ratification and withdrawal of memberships.
h) Proposal for amendments to the Statutes (if any).

i) Presentation—of-the candidates—Call for Elections for World Skate Presidency and First-Vice
Presidency and for Continental Vice-Presidencies (when due).

o onof t! i for World Skate Vico-Presidenci hendue).

Jj) ltems of general interest duly submitted by Member Federations and/or by the Executive Board
within 60 70 days.

k) Other urgent issues raised after the notification of the Agenda of the meeting. Their inclusion
shall be subject to the approval of two third of the votes (please see Art. 7-(7) above).

(9) Each Member Federation with no outstanding debts towards World Skate shall be entitled to:

a) Three votes for being affiliated to World Skate (Statutes Art. 3).

b) One additional vote for each World Skate disciplines Sports in which it participated in a World
Championship in the two years preceding the year of the World Skate Congress. Participation
shall be understood as represented by an athlete member of the relevant National Federation
recognized by World Skate, at the moment of the participation in the event concerned.

(10) Before the opening of the Congress, the delegates of Member Federations shall show their passport
coinciding with the nationality of the represented Federation and deliver their credentials to the
Secretary General in order to obtain their votes, as per the procedure set out in World Skate By-
Laws.

(11) The constitutive quorum shall consist of delegates with voting rights coming from at least thirty-
one (31) different Member Federations. The deliberation quorum shall consist of 50% plus one of
the votes distributed voting in each voting call.
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(12) The Congress approves the World Skate Statutes and further amendments or changes thereof.

Amendments to the Statutes can be proposed by:
I.  the Executive Board.

Il.  Member Federations with the support of at least other four (4) Member Federations or of the
Executive Board pursuant to the majority rule. Member Federations who wish to propose any
amendments shall notify the Secretary General in writing at least three months before the
Ordinary Congress and 5 weeks before the Extraordinary Congress.

Any proposed amendment to the Statutes shall be sent to World Skate members by the Secretary
General two months before the Ordinary Congress and one month before the Extraordinary
Congress, together with the agenda.

In case of amendments proposed and/or discussed by the Executive Board in a meeting subsequent
to the deadline set to send the Agenda to member Federations, the new proposals shall be sent to
member Federations at the earliest opportunity.

(13) The Congress ratifies World Skate By-Laws and “Code of Conduct and Code of Ethics”, as approved

by the Executive Board. Nonetheless, said Charters and their subsequent changes, amendments and
adjustments shall enter into force immediately after the approval by the Executive Board.

(14) During Congresses, all matters shall be decided by majority of votes, exception made for the

following issues, which shall require at least two-thirds of the votes cast:

a) Amendments to the Statutes.

b) Additions to the agenda. enly-atlowed-in-Ordinary-Congresses.

c) Dissolution of World Skate.

ARTICLE 8 - THE EXECUTIVE BOARD

The Executive Board is the Governing Body of World Skate and shall be chaired by World Skate
President.

The members of the Executive Board shall not represent the interests of their Member Federations
while fulfilling their mandates.

The Executive Board, after hearing the opinion of each relevant Technical Commission, decides on
the location, the dates and the venues of World Skate Sports Events international-competitions.

The Executive Board has the power to establish all the Commissions and Departments deemed
necessary for achieving the goals of the International Federation.

The official summoning of Executive Board meetings must be forwarded to its members at least
40 (forty) days prior to the proposed date of the meeting. Meetings can be also held through
video and/or call conference.
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(6) The agenda for the Executive Board meetings must be forwarded to the members of the Executive
Board at least 20 (twenty) days prior to the date set for the meeting.

(7) Urgent meetings shall not be subject to the terms provided for in points (5) and (6).

(8) Meetings shall be held as per the procedure set in World Skate By-Laws.

(9) The constitutive quorum of the Executive Board consists of 50% plus 1 of the members entitled to
vote, the deliberation quorum consists of 50% plus 1 of the attendees entitled to vote. In the event
of a tie, the President shall exercise his/her casting vote.

(10) The Executive Board is composed as follows:

World Skate President

World Skate First Vice President

5 Continental Area Presidents or Commissioners (World Skate Vice Presidents)
The Chairmen Chairs of the International Technical Commissions

The Athletes’ Representative (President of the Athletes’ Commission).

Executive Board members are elected or appointed according to the procedures included in these
Statutes and/or in World Skate By-Laws.

Offices of the Executive Board members are not compatible with one other, exception made for the
vacant position procedures included in Art. 9 below and in case of a Commissioner appointed for a
Continental Area.

(11) Members participating in the Executive Board with no voting rights:

(12) The President may invite to Executive Board meetings any appropriate/competent individuals
he/she considers helpful. They shall have no voting right.

(13) The Executive Board shall supervise the legitimacy and correctness under which World Skate
Assemblies and meetings are held, and it may also declare their lapse in case of severe and evident
irregularities.

(14) The Executive Board tasks are:
a) To manage World Skate;

b) To bear the general interest of World Skate;
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¢) To ratify possible urgent resolutions taken by the President;

d) To decide on Public relations and development measures in non-member Countries and
provisional recognition of new Member Federations;

e) To decide on World Skate participation in other organizations;

f) To discuss and draw amendments to the Statutes to be submitted to the Congress for their
approval;

g) To approve World Skate By-Laws, World Skate Code of Conduct and Code of Ethics and their
amendments;

h) To approve World Skate Events Calendar for its publication;

i) To approve World Skate Financial Report and to submit it to the Congress for its
ratification.

j) To ratify Sports and Technical Rulebooks of each Sport drafted by the relevant International
Technical Commission (please see World Skate By-Laws).

k) To adopt all necessary measures to achieve World Skate goals;

) To rule Disciplinary and Ethics cases as per the procedures included in World Skate By-Laws
and Code of Conduct and Code of Ethics.

(15) The Executive Board shall meet at least ence-every-two-years two times per year, besides on any
other occasions deemed necessary by the President, or upon request by the half of its members plus
one.

(16) The Executive Board may convene electronic meetings that shall be deemed as lawfully held; the
Executive Board may also vote through videoconferencing, e-mail, fax or teleconferencing systems.

(17) Executive Board members act on a voluntary basis and are only entitled to compensation for their
actual expenses and travel expenses. Each and every Executive Board member may receive
appropriate compensation for any activities that go beyond the usual scope of their function (e.g.
per diem, allowance, indemnity, etc.).

ARTICLE 9 - VACANT POSITIONS IN THE EXECUTIVE BOARD

In the event of a vacant position in the Executive Board between two Elective Congresses (due to death,
incapacity, resignation or application of sanction preventing the person concerned to fulfil his/her
office), the following procedure shall be followed:
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(1) The President shall be automatically replaced by the First Vice-President until the next Elective
Congress.

(2) The First Vice-President shall be replaced by a Continental Area President elected by the Executive
Board until the next Elective Congress.

(3) The remaining Continental Area Presidents or Commissioners (please see Art. 15 Statutes) shall be
replaced by their Continental Vice-President until the next Elective Congress. The latter shall not
be replaced until the next Elective Congress.

(4) The Chairs of the Technical Commissions shall be replaced as per the procedure Art. 16 of these
Statutes.

(5) In case the President has been replaced as per point (1) above, all the existing elective offices shall
remain in force until the next Elective Congress and shall be subject to the replacing procedure
listed above.

ARTICLE 10 - THE PRESIDENT

(1) The President is the legal Representative of World Skate, he/she has the authority to sign and he/she
is authorized to act for and on behalf of World Skate and to delegate and/or proxy powers to World
Skate members. He/She presides over all the meetings of the Congress and of the Executive Board.
In case of tie, he/she shall have the casting vote in all meetings of World Skate (when due).

(2) The World Skate President:
a) Presides over the Congress.
b) Presides over the Executive Board.
¢) Appoints the Secretary General and the Vice Secretary General.

d) Appoints the Chairs of the Technical Commissions and the ir members thereof, upon proposal of
their Chairs, after hearing the opinion of Continental Area Presidents.

e) Appoints single Sport experts as support for Technical Commissions as per Statutes Art. 16.6.

f) Appoints World Skate Officers and provides them with all necessary proxies to achieve World
Skate goals.

g) Fulfils his/her mandate in collaboration with the Executive Board.

h) Takes urgent decisions that shall be subsequently ratified by the Executive Board.
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ARTICLE 11 - THE SECRETARY GENERAL AND THE VICE-SECRETARY GENERAL

The Secretary General shall be appointed by the President and ratified by the Executive Board.
He/she shall have no voting rights.

The Secretary General shall be considered as the guarantor of World Skate democratic legitimacy.

The Secretary General heads and coordinates World Skate Staff, together with the Vice-Secretary
General.

The Secretary General coordinates the offices and the dedicated staff members, takes care of the
World Skate business routine, which includes in particular the correspondence, the drafting of
official communications, documents, circulars, letters, reports, Agenda of World Skate meetings
and so on.

The Secretary General leads and coordinates Continental Secretaries General (Statutes Art. 15).

The Secretary General works in cooperation with the President and within the area of his/her
assigned responsibilities. He/she may fulfil financial obligations on behalf of World Skate, according
to the annual budget and upon authorization of the President.

Upon mandate of the President, either the Secretary General or the Vice-Secretary General shall
act as World Skate treasurer.

The Secretary General has the task of monitoring and ensuring that each assembly or meeting is
conducted on the basis of the provisions provided for in these Statutes, in the By-Laws and in any
other World Skate applicable Rules and Regulations.

The Vice-Secretary General shall be appointed by the President and ratified by the Executive Board.
He/She shall be of the opposite gender of the Secretary General. He/She shall act as Secretary
General in the event of his/her absence, death, resignation etc. until the appointment of a new
Secretary General by the President.

ARTICLE 12 - MEMBERSHIP FEES

(1) World Skate Membership fee is unique.

(2) Membership fee shall be approved by the Congress upon proposal of the Executive Board and are
payable annually in US dollars to World Skate.

(3) Half of the total amount of the annual membership fee paid by each National Federation, shall
be paid back to the relevant Continental Area for the promotion of World Skate Sports and the
achievement of World Skate goals in the Continent concerned, as per the procedure set out in
Art. 15 below.
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(4) Annual membership fees shall be paid every year within the month of January. Failing this
deadline, the procedure described in World Skate By-Laws shall be applied.

ARTICLE 13 - WITHDRAWAL OF MEMBER FEDERATIONS
Any Member Federation wishing to withdraw from World Skate shall send a written notice before January
15,

ARTICLE 14 - ELECTED OFFICES PRINCIPLES, TERMS AND PROCEDURES

(2) All World Skate Elected offices shall be renewed during the Election Day to be held on each
Elective Congress, exception made for the Athletes’ Representative, as elections shall be held
during the relevant World Championships and this may cause time discrepancies with the date
set for the Congress (see World Skate By-Laws Par. 8 lett. D).

(3) Candidatures for World Skate Presidency and First Vice-Presidency shall be submitted together,
the two candidates must come from different Countries and must be of opposite gender (e.g. A
person wishing to submit his/her candidacy as World Skate President, shall find a First Vice-
President candidate of the opposite gender running with him/her).

(4) Candidates for World Skate Presidency and First Vice-Presidency shall submit in writing at least
30 days before the Elective Congress to the Secretary General their candidacy supported by at
least 5 (five) Member Federations entitled to vote. (The two candidates shall seek for the
required support letters which shall endorse both candidates). Together with their candidacy,
they shall submit the list of the Chairs of the International Technical Commissions indicated by
the candidate President.

(5) If no candidate achieves the support letters required within the period set, anyone can submit
his/her candidacy in accordance with points (3) and (4), if supported by his/her National
Federation, within 24 hours before the date set for the Congress. In this case, no communication
towards National Federations regarding the candidates is due.

(6) Candidatures for Continental Area Presidency (World Skate Vice-Presidency) and Continental
Vice-Presidency shall be submitted together, the two candidates must come from the relevant
Continental Area but from different Countries and must be of opposite gender (e.g. A person
wishing to submit his/her candidacy as Continental Area President, shall find a Continental
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Vice-President of the opposite gender candidate coming from a different Country running with
him/her).

Candidates for Continental Area Presidency (World Skate Vice-Presidency) and Continental Vice-
Presidency shall submit in writing at least 30 days before the Elective Congress to the Secretary
General their candidacy supported by at least 2 (two) Member Federations entitled to vote in
the relevant Continental Area. (The two candidates shall seek for the required support letters
which shall endorse both candidates).

If no candidate achieves the support letters required within the period set, anyone can submit
his/her candidacy in accordance with points (12) and (13), if supported by his/her National
Federation, within 24 hours before the date set for the Congress. In this case, no communication
towards National Federations regarding the candidates is due.

World Skate Athletes’ Representative shall be elected by the Athletes’ Commission, whose
eligibility criteria and election procedure are included in World Skate By-Laws. In case one of
World Skate Sport becomes Olympic, the Athletes’ Representative may be chosen by the
Executive Board amongst that Sport’s members of the Athletes Commission.

(10) The voting for World Skate Elected Offices shall be made separately, by secret ballot and

according to the following order:

I. World Skate President and First Vice-President.

Il. World Skate Continental Presidents and Vice-Presidents, te-be-voted-simultaneously for
att each Continents. Delegates must vote only for the Continental Area they come from.
In case at least 5 Member Federations belonging to a given Continental Area fail to attend
the Election Day, the Election for the President and Vice-President of that Continental Area
shall not be held, and a Commissioner will be appointed in compliance with Art. 15(2).

(11) Further election procedures are included in World Skate By-Laws.

ARTICLE 15 - CONTINENTAL AREAS

(1) World Skate recognizes the following Continental Areas:

In case a Continental Area does not reach 5 (five) Member Federations, a Commissioner shall be

appointed by the Executive Board and his/her office shall last until the next Elective Congress. The
appointment shall be subject to general rules and principles listed throughout these Statutes.
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Continental Areas managed by a Commissioner shall be subject to the rules provided for in these
Statutes.

(3) Continental Areas shall represent World Skate within their Continents not as single stand-alone
bodies, but as World Skate bodies with continental representing powers on behalf of World Skate
itself.

(4) Continental Areas shall not be considered independent from World Skate. They are to be considered
as territorial extensions of a unique Federation, meant to be entities connecting and looking after
the interests of all the National Federations representing a specific Geographical Area of the World.
Nonetheless, Continental Areas may be registered as entities, in compliance with World Skate
guidelines and subject to World Skate audit.

(5) Continental Areas shall not have a different Governance than World Skate. Centinental-Areas-are
part-of World-Skate-and-shall-not-be-organized-as-separate-entities—Consequently, they shall be
exclusively subject to World Skate Statutes, By Laws, Code of Conduct and Code of Ethics and any
other World Skate Rule or Regulation.

(6) Previous Statutes, Codes, Technical and Sports Rulebooks as well as any other Rules and/or
Regulations issued by Continental Areas shall be considered as cancelled, revoked and abrogated
startingfrom-the date on—which-these Statutes—enterinto-force., Only compliant operational
regulations charters will be allowed and only if they are to be considered as necessary for the
establishment of said entity, when approved by World Skate Executive Board.

(7) Previous boards, commissions or entities are to be considered as terminated.

(8) Continental Areas shall use World Skate Technical and Sports Rulebooks issued by the International
Technical Commissions (please see Art. 8 above and World Skate By-Laws) to run Continental
Competitions.

(9) The President of each Continental Area shall send to World Skate an annual report on the activities
of the relevant Continental Area, including the International events calendar. The International
events of a Continental Area shall be debated and approved by the Executive Board of World Skate.

(10)  World Skate Member Federations shall be considered solely as World Skate Members. Belonging
to a Continental Area from a geographical point of view shall not confer any further membership or
Status.

(11) Continental Area Presidents, shall be considered as World Skate Vice-Presidents. Consequently,
they shall be elected during the Election Day (Statutes Art. 14.(2).
In order to adjust all the terms of office to the ones provided for World Skate elective roles,
Continental Area Pres1dents term of offlce is set on 4 years.

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(12) The board of each Continental Area shall be formed by the elected Continental Area President and
Continental Vice-President (Statutes Art. 14). The Board shall also include a Continental Secretary
General appointed by the Continental President. Continental Secretaries General shall be subject
to World Skate Secretary General leadership and centret supervision (Statutes Art. 11).

(13) Continental Areas have their own autonomous legal personality and shall manage their assets,
properties, finances and patrimony and can set up operational offices within their Continental Area.
Nevertheless, if approved by World Skate Executive Board, Continental Areas shall be established
as World Skate affiliates in the same Country where World Skate is registered as an entity, and be
endowed with their financial autonomy and their own responsibilities.

(14) Continental Areas shall not carry out deals with any third party which may be in conflict with World
Skate interests, goals and purposes (e.g. sponsors).

(15) Continental Areas may act on behalf of World Skate in their relevant Area Continent, upon World
Skate approval.

(16) As per Art. 12 of these Statutes, Continental Areas shall benefit pro-quota of half of the annual
membership fees collected by World Skate. This amount shall be transferred from World Skate to
each Continental Area in accordance to the terms provided for in World Skate By-Laws. The amount
of each Continental contribution shall be determined on the basis of the geographical Continent
division set out in Art. 15.(17.d).d below and according to the fees actually collected by World
Skate within the deadline set. Exceeding amounts shall be transferred by the end of each calendar
year.

(17) Continental Areas shall comply with the following duties and responsibilities:

a) To assist World Skate to achieve its goals within their territorial area.

b) To organize Continental Championships under the rules and procedures of World Skate.
c) To provide all possible supports for the development of Member Federations within their area.

d) To consider as part of a Continental Area, from a merely sports-related perspective, those
member Federations that, upon approval of the Executive Board, shall be considered as belonging
to it, even if the Country concerned is located outside of the Continental geographical area.

e) To spread World Skate activities all over their Continental Areas, by involving National
Federations and checking their compliance with World Skate Rules and Regulations.

f) To submit to World Skate Executive Board, within March 31 of each calendar year, a financial
report relating to the previous year of activity to be approved.

(18)  Continental Areas are equipped with the following rights:

a) To organize annual Continental meetings, Seminars and events;
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b) To organize Continental Championships;
¢) To collect and retain event registration fees;
d) To arrange deals with Continental sponsors in accordance with Art. 15.(14) above.

e) To represent World Skate with Continental Sports Organizations.

ARTICLE 16 - TECHNICAL COMMISSIONS

(1) World Skate Technical Commissions are internal sports and technical bodies, each one to be
considered the utmost technical body of the relevant Sport.

(2) Technical Commissions shall not be considered separate bodies, they are an integral part of
World Skate and shall be subject to World Skate supervision within the limits set out throughout
all the World Skate applicable Rules and Regulations.

(3) The current International Technical Commissions are:

e ARTISTIC SKATFNG COMMISSION

e SCOOTERING COMMISSION

(4) The Executive Board can form further Technical Commissions or change the current number or
name of Technical Commissions. This measure shall be approved by the Congress, unless
otherwise specified.

(5) International Technical Commissions are responsible, each one for its own Sport, for:

a) drawing up changes and/or amendments to the Sports and Technical Rulebooks of their
relevant Sport, in accordance with these Statutes and World Skate By-Laws.

b) selecting Judges, Referees and any other person deemed necessary to run the
competitions of the relevant Sport for World Championships and any other World Skate
International Competition, in accordance with World Skate By-Laws.

¢) suggesting and checking the sports and technical contents of each official communication
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of their own Sport referring to World Championships and to any other World Skate
International Competition and/or event.

For further Regulations, World Skate By-Laws shall apply.

(6) International Technical Commissions shall be composed as follows:

a) One Chair appointed by the President;

b) 5 (five) members proposed by the Chair and appointed by the President, after hearing the
opinion of Continental Area Presidents. Each one of them shall come from a different
Continent; gender equality principle shall be respected as much as possible.

(7) Each member of International Technical Commissions (exception made for the Chairs thereof),
shall be considered as Chair of the relevant Continental Technical Commission. The latter shall be
completed by maximum 3 (three) extra members, proposed by the Continental Chair, and appointed
by the relevant Continental Area President.

Continental Technical Commission members must be from different Countries. They shall also come
from a different Country than the Continental Chair. Gender Equality principle shall be respected
as much as possible.

Continental Technical Commissions shall promote the relevant Sport in their Continent and shall
adopt all International Technical and Sports Rules.

(8) If a Sport becomes Olympic, the number of the relevant International Technical Commission
members can be increased.

(9) The Technical Commissions can be completed with the appointment of specialty/category
responsible persons when necessary. These persons shall not be considered as members of the
Technical Commission concerned.

(10) The offices of the International Technical Commissions shall be located at World Skate
headquarters.

(11) The President of World Skate, may withdraw his/her confidence from a Chair or from one or more
members of each International Technical Commission, and appoint a replacement until the next
elective Congress is held.

(12) In the event of a vacant position in any of the International Technical Commissions due any reasons
whatsoever, such as resignation, illness and/or death, the President of World Skate shall appoint a
new Chair and/or member of the relevant International Technical Commission until the next
elective Congress, in accordance with the terms set out in point (7) above.

(13) Continental technical commissions shall observe the same rules (points (11) and (12) above).
(14) The names of International Technical Commissions shall be defined as mentioned in Art. 16.3 of

these Statutes. Continental Technical Commissions shall bear the same names, and the name of
each Continent shall be added as a prefix.
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(15) All regulations, decisions and activities of the International Technical Commissions must be
previously approved by World Skate Sports Department.

(16) Chairs and Members of the Technical Commissions are not allowed to act as managers or officials

of their national teams during the World Championships or during any other World Skate
International event or competition.

ARTICLE 17 - FINANCIAL YEAR - AUDITOR

(1) The financial year of World Skate shall end on the 31* (thirty-first) of December. -of-each-calendar
year

(2) A Chartered Public Accountant (CPA) or an Audit Firm shall be appointed by the Executive Board.

(3) Every year World Skate shall submit its balance sheets to the appointed CPA or to an Audit Firm.
The CPA or the Audit Firm shall submit a report annexed to the balance sheets relating to the
previous financial period, in compliance with all Financial Regulations, no later than 180 days
following December 31%. The Auditor or the audit firm shall check the balance and deliver to World
Skate a certified opinion that will be included in the financial report.

(4) A financial report together with World Skate balance sheets shall be approved by the Executive
Board and presented to the Congress for its ratification. In case no Congress is held during a calendar
year, the next available Congress shall approve all pending Financial Report.

Balance sheets shall be included in the Financial Report.

ARTICLE 18 - FEDERATION FUNDS

(1) The funds of World Skate shall consist of:
a) Annual membership fees.
b) Organization fees of international events and competitions.
¢) Sanctioning fees of international events and competitions.
d) Registration fees to international events and competitions.
e) Donations and contributions from public or private subjects.
f) Sponsorship agreements.

g) Sale of television, Web and any other Media rights as well as other World Skate rights.
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h) Printing, publishing, distribution, publication and dissemination, both one’s own and on behalf
of third parties, of books, magazines, videos; any activity in whatever way connected to the
above, including the production as well as the audio and video recording on any media support
and the dissemination, distribution and sale of publishing products.

i) Any other proceeds incomes coming from any lawful activity related to the purposes of World
Skate.

(2) To achieve the Statutes purposes, World Skate may:

a) lIssue sureties, endorsements and guarantees of any kind, and carry out any movable and
immovable, industrial and commercial operations connected either directly or indirectly to
such management.

b) Acquire interests and investments in companies or trading companies both directly and
indirectly, provided that the possession of such interests does not represent its main or
exclusive activity, and that it is not in conflict with the regulations in force.

ARTICLE 19 - REGIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

World Skate may recognize in specific geographic areas - and for reasons of particular need - other
organizations aiming to promote and develop one or more Sport/s governed by World Skate, provided
that they accept the Statutes and the Regulations of World Skate, and comply with these Statutes as
well as any other World Skate Rules or Regulations. These organizations shall be allowed to cooperate
with World Skate but shall not be represented in the Bodies of World Skate.

ARTICLE 20 - DISSOLUTION

If during a Congress a special resolution is proposed and approved to terminate the activity of World
Skate, a sufficient amount of World Skate funds shall be kept to settle all outstanding debts. and-any

In case of dissolution or departure abroad, the available assets will be entirely attributed to an
institution, whose head office is in Switzerland, pursuing a goal of public utility or public service and
benefiting from tax exemption.

ARTICLE 21 - ENTRY INTO FORCE AND TEMPORARY PROVISIONS

These Statutes enter into force immediately after their approval. Due to the transitional rules included
in these Statutes and in World Skate By-Laws, the following previsiens shatl-come-intoferce-asfrom

January1s£2021 specifications are deemed necessary:

e Art. 3 (3) provides that in Countries where more than one National Federation has been
recognized by World Skate, the different entities shall merge and establish a sole Governing
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Body. The deadline is set for December 31%* 2023. In case no agreement is reached within such
deadline, the rules included in these Statutes and in World Skate By-Laws shall be enforced.

e Given the merging process of Sports in different clusters as described in Art. 1 of these Statutes
and provided that this process might affect the number of current Technical Commissions and
thus Chairpersens, the current list of Technical Commissions as well as the number role and
persons holding the offices (Chairpersens and Members) might be changed accordingly without
further formalities over the entire duration of the current mandate.

These Statutes were approved by the Congress held in Frankfurt on the 7t of April 1979, amended by the Congress held in Frankfurt
on 11 of September 1982, as subsequently amended by the Extraordinary Congress in Fort Worth, Texas, on the 5% of March 1983
and subsequently amended by the Extraordinary Congress in Porto, on the 24" of July 1991. These Statutes were subsequently amended
by the Ordinary Congress in Mar del Plata, on the 30t of November 1996 and by the Ordinary Congress in Zell am See on 30t of June
2000, and by the Extraordinary Congress in Rochester on August 1°t of 2002 and by the Extraordinary Congress in Rome on November
24t of 2005 and by the Ordinary Congress in Portimdo on December 4" of 2010 and by the Ordinary Congress in Rome on February 23
of 2013, and by the Ordinary Congress in Rome on February 215t of 2015 and by the General Ordinary Congress held in Nanjing on March
11th of 2017 and by the Extraordinary Congress held in Nanjing on September 3™ of 2017 and by the General Ordinary Congress in
Barcelona on July 3 of 2019.

(10) World Skate exige que todos sus miembros adopten una-Pelitica Reglas Antidopaje de
conformidad con las actuales Pelitica Reglas Antidopaje de World Skate.

(3) En Paises donde mas de una Federacion miembro haya sido reconocida por World Skate, las
diferentes entidades desplegaran-todos-los-esfuerzes-necesarios-para-estableceran un Unico
organo de gobierno. La entidad resultante también puede configurarse como organizacion
representativa abarcando entidades separadas con autonomia financiera y en la toma de
decisiones, y sera considerada como el Unico Organo deGobierno Nacional para todos los
disciplinas deportes de World Skate en el Pais involucrado.

Commission (MC) activities in 2021/2022.

The World Skate Medical Commission meet on zoom approximately every eight (8)
weeks which helps us to stay involved and work more cohesively as a group.

Rodrigo has designed a form to record injuries which is something that IOC
want us to do for injury prevention.

We have provided guidelines for sport participation during pregnancy and

Anti-doping tests

In 2022 85 anti-doping tests, of which 35% are out of competition, have been
completed with World Skate as Testing Authority and 17 are in process. A further
twenty (20) in competition tests were completed on our behalf in a collaborative
arrangement with NADA, the German Anti-doping Agency. The anti-doping tests to
be completed at the World Skate Games are additional to these tests. To date there
have been no positive results in tests initiated by World Skate in the reporting

period.

In accordance with the WADA Code World Skate must complete a test distribution
plan at the beginning of each competitive year. To enable this to be done it will
help if the continental areas and technical commissions can notify the anti-doping
department in December, of tests planned under World Skate authority for the new
competitive year.

Whereabouts

There have been many whereabouts failures with some athletes in the World Skate
registered testing pool collecting two (2) in a short period of time. Three (3)
whereabouts/filing failures in a rolling twelve (12) month period results in a 1-to-
2-year period of ineligibility for the athlete. This is a disaster for any athlete so
please encourage your athletes in the World Skate or NADO registered testing pool
to be diligent with whereabouts submissions and make sure they are up to date
and adequate for the DCO to find them

Partnership with Independent Testing Agency (ITA)

The 2021 WADA Code and the eight (8) international standards together with the
requirement for operational independence mean WADA compliance has become
more and more demanding, with many IFs creating anti-doping departments
employing full time staff. World Skate has outsourced some of our obligatory tasks
to ITA. ITA continues to manage out of competition testing, and are now managing
therapeutic use exemption, results management, education, and other anti-doping
tasks. World Skate plan and manage in-competition tests and collaborate with ITA
in all anti-doping matters.

Educational Activities

World Skate continue to use ADEL as a learning platform for our groups and
encourage the use of learning provided by NADOs. We have also invested in
education provided by ITA in the form of educational activities at events and a
series of 5 webinars provided in July. I have not received a report but I gather the
webinars were well attended.

Congratulations to the speed committee for their initiative in including anti-
doping sections in the coaches’ education courses delivered through the World
Skate Academy. Coaches have a huge role to play in influencing athlete values
and actions and the more values-based education they have the better.

Angela attended the WADA symposium in Lausanne in June 2022 and I attended
online. Two (2) days online conference is quite a challenge! I attended the WADA
Education Symposium in Sydney in September 2022. The education symposium was
attended by 300 delegates, mainly from well-funded NADOs and some well-funded
IFs. They are promoting values-based education with as much athlete involvement
and interaction as possible. One of the most striking programmes involved
scenarios where athletes were exposed to situations set up by a group of actors
and they had to deal with challenging real-life scenarios. A great learning
experience.

Many of these organisations have extended their operations to become integrity
units monitoring behaviour, betting, and match fixing as well as anti-doping.

WADA focus has shifted heavily to education, especially values-based education, in
the effort to prevent positive tests and bad behaviour. A positive test due to
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inadvertent use of a supplement resulting in a positive tests creates a life changing
moment for an athlete and impacts on everyone around them leading to mental
health issues, suicidal ideation, and actual suicide. Rather than saying don’t take
supplements the focus is on providing tools for athletes to assess and minimise the
risk.

I think there is an urgent need to provide more trained educators and athlete
ambassadors within World Skate so that small interactive educational programme
can be provided at events. The more people can learn about anti-doping and
integrity the less the risk of intentional and unintentional cheating, positive tests
and athlete distress. The cost of educating 50 people at an event is less than the
cost of administrating one positive test and doesn’t have the risk to the health of
the athlete and those around them.

Conclusion
I like the change in WADA philosophy which is more towards prevention through
education and is supportive of athlete health, including mental health.

The anti-doping program and rules are very complex, shrouded in legal and medical
language, that is difficult to understand even for anti-doping practitioners. Any
move to simplify the rules for athletes and athlete support personnel will reduce
athlete distress resulting from anxiety about inadvertently returning in a positive
test and all the consequences.

I believe the work of the MC and anti-doping department is making a difference but
there is still a lot of work to do. We need to progress further and get more people,
such as athlete ambassadors and trained educators, involved.

I would like to acknowledge and thank World Skate for its support of anti-doping
activities, the World Skate Medical Commission for their commitment, and all the
people who have helped with the anti-doping programme. I must make special
mention of Angela Masci for the invaluable contribution she makes to the anti-
doping programme and the MC generally. Finally I <can’t close without
acknowledging Francesco D’Urbano who is always available to provide an opinion
and to help.
