The Pacific Cup club competition is open to all skaters representing clubs affiliated to World 
Skate National Federations.  

 
Each Federation shall use its own method to select the team it enters for the competition. 
There is no limit to the number of participants entered, however national federation approval 
should be sought and skaters should be of a reasonable standard for the category they are 
competing in. Skaters will represent their club and the result sheet will indicate the affiliated 
National Federation. All age categories be as per World Skate Rules 2.3.  
 
The Pacific Cup competition is a World Skate sanctioned ranking event and attracts World 
Skate Ranking points for the categories of Junior and Senior Solo Dance, Couples Dance, Pairs 
and Free Skating.
