TRAVEL  REQUIREMENTS 

  

DOMESTIC FLIGHTS: 
 
There are no current vaccine or mask mandates to be able to fly domestically 
within the United States.  
However, please check with your airl ine prior to your fl ight to ensure that the 
rules have not changed. 
 
INTERNATIONAL FLIGHTS:  
 
If you are a non-U.S. citizen who is a nonimmigrant (not a U.S. citizen, U.S. 
national, lawful permanent resident, or traveling to the United S tates on an 
immigrant visa), you will need to show proof of being fully vaccinated against 
COVID-19 before you travel by air to the United States from a foreign country. 
You can refer to Requirement for Proof of COVID-19 Vaccination for Air 
Passengers | CDC for full details regarding the vaccination requirement as 
well as any changes that may occur. During your first port of entry into the 
United States, be prepared to show:  
 
• Proof of vaccination  
• Acceptable Vaccines 
• Fully Vaccinated Definition 
• Proof of negative COVID test (Acceptable Tests) 
• Valid passport (a good rule of thumb is for the passport to have at least 6 
months of validity past your return date)  
• Visa (if applicable) and any other documentation that you may have.  
 
Many US Customs stations will be very busy during this period. Be  sure and 
have sufficient time between your arrival flight into the United States and 
your follow on flight into Birmingham. If you do miss your flight or have travel 
problems along the way, please email travel@twg2022.com  so we can monitor 
your progress and your arrival into Birmingham.  
 

AIRPORT  ARRIVAL  INFORMATION   

 
When debarking from the aircraft, those arriving on Southwest Airlines and 
United Airlines will follow  the signs to baggage claims 1 and 2.

●  TWG EXPRESS (MEDIA & EXTRA OFFICIALS):  
 
Callaway Transportation will manage the TWG Guest Express Transportation 
services. Transportation shuttles will run a Central Connector (BJCC, UAB, 
Railroad Park/Powell Steam Plant) that stops in the proximity of the majority 
of the downtown Birmingham hotels and delivers patrons to the TWG Plaza 
and the Main Media Center.  
 
From this location, an Eastern Loop (BJCC, Sloss Furnaces, Avondale Park) and 
Western Loop (BJCC, Birmingham Southern College, Crossplex, Legion Field) 
will operate to accommodate transportation to other venues.

The IWGA has delegated the independent management of TWG 2022 anti -
doping program to the International Testing Agency (ITA).  
 
The United States Anti-Doping Agency (USADA) will be responsible for the 
sample collection. Both urine and/or blood samples will be collected.  
All samples will be analyzed at the Sports Medicine Research & Testing WADA -
accredited laboratory in Salt Lake City (USA).
