We invite all participants to be aware of the travel regulations in place in their countries of

origin before planning their travel to the event. More details about the Covid situation and

requirements to enter Paraguay will be shared in the next bulletin.

Athletes and officials are required to travel and enter the venue with their vaccination

card/certificate.

Regardless of the travel requirements and vaccination history, all athletes and officials

are allowed to access the venue on the first day after presenting a certificate of negative

Covid test carried out by means of a swab (antigen or PCR) in the 48 hours prior to the

beginning of the event.
