Follow the localisation
(orange form)



Road Book

3 waves to reach start line 
with a gap of 5min 
between each.



Road Book

Km 5.40
Bad pavement then round 
about. We recommand to 
all pass on the right side

Be careful little central 
part before round about



Road Book

Km 7,80
Take left in the tunnel

Pad pavement with holes
(probably fixed)



Road Book

Km 11.60

Yellow central obstacle 
followed by a round 
about 
Need to take left side only



Road Book

Km 15.00
Little copple stones and 
line design.
Keep inside edge to avoid
problem with line.



Road Book

Km 18,75
At the exit of the round 
about we use this line



Road Book

Km 18,80
We keep left only and be
careful with plastic road 
central obstacle



Road Book

Km 26,78
Round about only left side
Turn left quite easy
But little downhill behind
(no problem) and can 
pass both side in the 
tunnel (Km 26,93)

Km 36,15
Serie of middle obstacle
Only left better

Km 37,01
We turn left

Narrow section

We take the exit on the

Both side allowed
Dont cut on the border of 
the round about 
Sign will be protected and 
volunteer will signal with
sound

round about skater take:
Road is split on 2 side for 
100m 
Dont change side

Wide road

MOTO  / CAR ORGANISATION

• For each start we will have :

• - 1 or 2  car to open the road 20-30sec in front of the leader

• 3  motorcycles to OPEN the road with a distance of 10 sec or more (2 for security and 1 for judge opener)

• 2 camera bike  in front of the leader

• 1 referee  around the leader

• AMBULANCE 1 after women pack



• CHANGING LINE in the sprint is tolerate if:

• - needed to pass a skater without bloking another

one

• - not allowed if it slow down another skater (DQ)



• PULLING in the sprint ( last Km) will be a 

direct DQ

• Using hand is totally not allowed: 1st skater

initiating hand movement shoudl be

punished.



• Team relais and team 

push will result of the 

complete DQ of the 

team (same gender + 

including skaters not 

involved in the 

action)
